A. There is a known probl emunl oading a Quick Report dll, sonething is not being freed
and that's why your call to FreeLibrary hangs.

The sinplest solution is to add Qui ckRpt and QRprntr (and possibly QRextra) units to the
uses clause of the calling app's project source unit. This way the QR dll's are al ready
| oaded and the dll will sinply increase/decrease the reference count as it is

| oaded/ freed.

A. One thing to ook at is how conplicated your formis and how nmuch nmenory is in each
printer. QuickReport renders each page to the printer canvas supplied by the printer
driver. If the printer resolution is set too high and it doesn't have enough ramto
render the entire page, you will get garbled or mssing output, depending on the printer
and/or driver. One way to verify that this is the problemwuld be to | ower the
printer's resolution through it's driver and then try to print the report.

In order to get it to conpile, I
had to remove unit QRHTM. from all uses cl auses because | got a fatal conpile error that
QRHTML was conpiled with under different version

A. The grhtm unit is a QuickReport 2 only unit, it is not part of the QR3 file set, you
can renove all of the references to it. |If you may many reports that use the unit, it
woul d save tine to create a stub unit named qrhtm that didn't have anything in it. Wen
you get that error nmessage with QuickReport 3, it usually nmeans that the conpiler is
finding QuickReport 2 files.

Q | have sone variables defined in the report's functions property and | can't
initialize themin the report's BeforePrint event.

A. The report's BeforePrint event is called before the elenents in the report's
functions property have been initialized. One way to initialize the function variables
in code would be to use the BeforePrint event of the TitleBand. |If your report does not
require a title band, set PrintBand to false in that event.

Qui ckReport was designed to work with bands. Placing controls directly on the band

was a non-supported feature of the previous version. Try adding a detail band (set it's
height to 1) and then set the report's PrintlfEnpty property to true. Your report should
now work as it did with QuickReport 2.

Qui ckReport 3 is still being finished up and the docunentation and help files are

still being updated. We will release them but our efforts are focused on finishing up
t he package. The QREditor control will be in the rel ease version of QuickReport 3 Pro

What is the TQui ckAbstract Rep control ?
This is a descendant of the TCustomui ckRep base cl ass that does not use the TDataset.
I f your application does not use the BDe, this will shrink the code size.

Why do report event use TCustonfui ckRep instead of TQui ckRep?
This is the base class that TQuickRep is descended from This change nmakes it easier
to do variations QuickReport objects

What happened to OnGenerat eToPrinter?
This feature has not been finished yet and has been disabled until it has been fixed.

Are there any plans to continue support of QRL in Del phi 4 like was done in Del phi 3
with QR 1.1b?
This fileset is available fromour sal es departnment upon request.

VWhat is the TQRLoopBand control ?
This is a band that is not connected to any dataset and will print for the nunber of
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times that it's PrintCount property is set to.

What is the TQRStringsBand control ?

This is a band with a itens property that is a built in stringlist. 1It's nane wll
appear in the expression builder and can be assigned to a TQRExpr control. At runtine,
this band will print for each Iine in the itens property.

How do you use the export filter controls?
Just drop themon a formin your project and they will show in the previews.

What is the new 'LinkBand' property?

This works |ike the LinkBand property in QuickReport 1. The Band conmponents have a

Li nkBand property which is used to make several bands stick together. The Li nkBand
property can be set connected to another Band and QuickReport will then make a page break
if there is not enough space left on the page for both bands. The second band can in turn
be linked to a third band, and so on. It will not keep a series of bands together, like
a group of detail bands. W have a deno project for QuickReport 3, QR3LSD4. ZIP, that
shows how to "link" a set of bands.

How can | display a text file with QR3?

Q@ 3 has some new functions to nake this an easy task.

#1 Create a report using the TQui ckAbstract Rep control instead of using the TQui ckRep
control. The TQui ckAbstractRep control does not use any data ware controls and can
shrink the size of your executable if you are not using any data ware controls in your
application. You can use the TQui ckRep control, you just don't need to use it.

A. There are sone serious bugs in Mcrosoft's inplenmentation of their R chText conmon
control. W are inplenenting work arounds to resolve as many of these issues as we can.

This is known problemw th the M5 RichText conmmon control. There are two works
arounds.

Qur
controls are limted to the functionality of Borland's R chEdit control, which is a
wr apper for Mcrosoft's RTF control . The M5 RTF comon control only supports a subset
of the RTF control codes. To see what sequences are supported, |oad your RTF text into
WordPad. WirdPad uses the sane conmon control and if it doesn't support an RTF control
sequence, then it wont work on Del phi.

Q M QRDBRi chText control is not resizing correctly.

A. If the design time height of a QRDBRi chText control is greater than sone of the
fields, it may not resize correctly. |If you set the height to a small value Iike 10 and
set autostretch to true, it should work.

Q M QRRichText/QRDBRi chText will not display or print enbedded bitmaps.

A.  The TRichEdit and TDBRi chEdit controls do not support enbedded objects and since our
RTF controls use the Borland RTF controls, we have the same l[imtation.
We have witten sone Qui ckReport 3 conponents that can use some of the 3rd party RichEdit

A. Saving as text uses the ASCII export filter and the export filters only work with

Conpression property set to true, |
can't load the saved the report back into the preview

A. This is a bug in the TMetaFil e conponent introduced with Del phi 3.02. This should be
addressed in the next Del phi rel ease.

Q How do | load a previously saved report via code?

A. W have a class, TQRPHandl er, that is defined and docunented in the QRBonus unit in
QR2 and in the QRExtra unit for QR3. This class is designed to easily allow you |load a
saved report using the foll ow ng syntax:

VWhat is the format of a report saved to disk by clicking the save button in the
previ ewer ?

The saved report format is a proprietary netafile format that is only readabl e by
Qui ckReport.

Way can't | |load reports saved fromthe preview into the Editor and vice versa?

The .QRP files saved by the preview are a rendered copy of the report saved as a
metafile (not WMF format). You can only preview or print a .QRP file. The .QRfile
saved by the Editor is a Delphi resource file like a .DFMfile and is basically a report
form It contains the information required to run a report, but it does not have any
data fromthe report init,

| amtrying to do is distribute .qrp files to our sales force. On their end | wll
associate .qrp with a viewer we create. |If | create the .qrp file here where ny default
printer is a laserjet and distribute the report to someone who has a canon?

You can, but if the page sizes are different the page will be stretched (or

conmpressed) to fit the page and there may some loss in resolution. An alternative way of
doing this would be to use Adobe Acrobat and print the files as PDF files. The files
woul d be nore conpact and Adobe makes the Acrobat Reader programfreely avail able for
multiple platforms. Please not: Quick Report does not cone with the Adobe Acrobat
PDFWiter printer driver used to nmake PDF files.

There are a few ways of dong this. You could use the OnNeedData event to drive the
report and code it to print X blank detail records until it reaches the |abel that you
want start with. You could also use a tenporary table and wite X nunber of bl ank
records to the start of the file. You could also add child bands to the title band and
increase their size to eat up the space required to fit the col ums.

When | increase a component's font size, the conponent's height increases. Wen
set the font size to a snmaller value, the conmponent does not shrink the height. Wy does
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it do that and how can | nmake the conponent shrink in height?

A, We trap the CM FONTCHANGED nessage for TQRCustomnlLabel conponents. Wen you change
the font property, that nessage calls the CMront Changed procedure. This procedure tells
the conponent to reformat the text and resize the height of the control of needed. When
you go froma larger font size to a snaller size, the height will not change. To force
t he conponent to match the font size, you would need to set the height to O before
changi ng the font size.

Q Wy doesn't the OnPrint event work for neno fields with the TQRDBText conmponent ?

A. Meno fields do not use the OnPrint event. The reason behind the OnPrint event was to
be able to override short text fields, Iike to expand an abbreviation. |If you really
want to override a meno field, you could use a calculated field and handl e that type of
code in the OnCal cField event.

Q Howdo I force the text conponents to clip by letter instead of by word?

A.  The current code clips on word boundaries. |If you have a single Iine of text and you
want to control the clipping by the letter, you can use the OnPrint event of the text
conmponent to manually clip the text. The follow ng exanple event can be used as a
generic handler for nultiple text conponents on a report:

Q M nulti line text control only prints as a single line and it goes right off the
right margin.

A. Make sure that you have autosize set to false and AutoStretch set to true and
WrdWap set to true

Q The OnPrint event of ny TQRLabel control is never being called.

A. Is the caption of the |abel blank? The code checks the caption and if it's blank, it
doesn't call the OnPrint event to save tine. If you want to use OnPrint with a TQRLabel
you nmust set the Caption to a non enpty string.

Q | have controls on the page footer that use the detail table. On the each page of a
report (except for the last page) the first record s data appears everywhere except in
t he page footer where the second record' s data appears.

A.  Wen the page footer band is printed, the report is already working on the first
detail record for the next page. One way around this would be to use the AfterPrint
event of the detail band to store the data for the page footer band in some variabl es.
In the BeforePrint event of the footerband, you would use TQRLabel s and set the their
captions to the string representations of the vari abl es.

Q On a band, | have sone QRDBText fields and a QRMenp field (set to autostretch=true).
When the neno field is going to go beyond the current page - QR prints the meno first
(instead of the text fields) and then rolls on to the new page, finishes the neno, and
then prints the text fields on top of the next page. How can | force the QRDBText fields
to print first?.

A.  The neno control is being printed first, which causes the page break and the rest of
the controls are printed afterwards. |If you change the creation order of the controls on
the band so that the neno is last, the other controls will print first. Select each
control (except for the Meno) and right-click on each one and select "Send to Back"

That will create other controls before neno.

Q I can't get ny text to word wap if it doesn't have any carriage returns in the text?
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A.  Check to make sure that your text has spaces init. |If the text is unbroken, it wll
not be word w apped.

Q M RTF text does not have the same formatting as it appears in M5 Wrd.

A.  QuickReport's R chText control uses Delphi's RichEdit control, which in turnis a

wr apper for Mcrosoft's RichEdit common control. And that control may not be able to
handl e your file. Al npst all of our RTF problens have been traced to bugs in that comon
control, and it ripples dowmn to our control. |If you |load your rtf file into WrdPad and

it looses the formatting, then you can trace it to the conmon control
Q | can't get the mask property work with my phone nunber field (it's a string field)

A. Please nake sure that you are using a nunber field, the mask property will be ignored

for string fields.
Q | read the FAQ to use TQRDBText because there is no TQRDBMenp, but when ny neno
cont ai ns enbedded carriage returns they show up as a square synbol, not as a new |ine.
A.  This was a known bug and it was fixed in the 2.0j rel ease.
Q Is there a property for QRDBText to tell it *not* to split itself across pages? (i.e.
wi dow or phan protection.)
A. W do not have support for a Wndow orphan feature, but you can do this with sone
m nor code.
There is a function in the report called Avail abl eSpace that returns the anobunt of space
left on the page. You can conpare that value to the band's Size.Length property and cal
NewPage when There is not enough space for the band. Avail abl eSpace is a protected
function so you can not call it directly. |If you subclass the report, you can access the
function by casting the report to the subcl ass.

I have a calculated table field and it has line breaks in the text and those |line
breaks don't print.

Del phi defines calculated table text fields as TStringfield and QR handles that type
of field differently than it handles actual meno fields. To output a cal cul ated text
field, use a QRMenp conponent and set QRMeno. Li nes. Text to the value of the cal cul ated
field at runtine.

This is a known limtation (also applies to saved reports) and will be addressed in a
future release. The only work around would be to only set the OnCGenerateToPrinter to ni
when you know that the printer setup button has not been pressed. Starting with the 2.0
rel ease, if you use a custom preview, you can check the result of calling printersetup
and then you could set the OnCGenerateToPrinter to nil if the user did not use
printersetup.
